Scouting Trivia

Theodore Roosevelt was no longer President of the United
States when the Boy Scouts of America was started in 1910.
But he was an ardent booster of the organization. He was a
Troop Committeeman of Troop 39, Oyster Bay, New York, and
first Council Commissioner of Nassau County Council. As a
former President, he was elected an Honorary Vice President of
the Boy Scouts of America. He was the first and only man des-
ignated as the "Chief Scout Citizen." For many years after his
death in 1919, several thousand Scouts and leaders in the New
York area made annual pilgrimages to his grave in Oyster Bay.

Franklin Roosevelt was a strong supporter of Scouting, begin-
ning in 1915. In 1924, he became President of the New York
City Boy Scout Foundation and led the development of Ten Mile
River Boy Scout Camp between 1924-1928 to serve the

Scouts of New York City. As governor of New York, in 1930, the
Boy Scouts of America honored him with their highest award for
adults, the Silver Buffalo Award, which is conferred in recogni-
tion of distinguished support of youth on a national level.

Later, as U.S. president, Roosevelt was Honorary President of
the BSA and attended the first National Jamboree in Washing-
ton, D.C.

Yogi Berra is the recipient of the Silver Buffalo, Scout-
ing's highest award.
