Trustworthy, Loyal, Helpful, Friendly . . . Defiant?  It doesn’t 
quiet fit, does it?  In the common use of the word, defiant does-
n’t belong in Scout Law at all.  But, in many ways, we, the 
Scouters of the Housatonic Council have to be defiant.

The Housatonic Council doesn’t have 35,000 available youth, a 
large business base from which to draw resources, or 900 youth 
attending summer camp at Camp Strang.   
 

Okay, so we don’t have the major resources that the BSA will 
tell you that a council should have.   So what do we have? 
 

We have people like you.  People like you who take pride in 
their Council and its 90-year traditions of serving Valley youth.  
People like you who are committed to delivering quality Scouting 
programs to those youth.  People like you who understand that 
bigger isn’t always better and, when it comes to Council admini-
stration of your Scouting program, retaining local control over 
your Scouting program is something very precious.

We want to extend this open invitation for you to consider applying to serve as a troop or venturing crew leader for 
the 2011 World Scout Jamboree in Sweden.  If you’re appointed, it’ll be the adventure of a lifetime - we promise! 
 
Now, let’s get you excited. 
 
Sweden is going all-out to provide a unique Jamboree experience that they are calling “Simply Scouting”.  Their in-
tent is to create an environment that brings Scouts - “back to the basics”.  To learn more, be sure to check Sweden’s

The BSA is ALSO ramping up in preparation for this great event so you should also check out the BSA’s WSJ web-

The Northeast Region has been allocated 10 troops and 1 Venturing Crew.  These will consist of 36 youth and 4 
leaders. Thus, we’re going to be looking for 44 of the northeast’s “best of the best” to apply as candidates for our 
troop/crew leadership.

We will gather all leader candidates in April, 2010 at the Crowne Plaza, Monroe, New Jersey, at a date to be an-
nounced.  At this time, a committee of former WSJ leaders and staff will conduct interviews and will then name the 
leaders of our 11 units.

At the same time, our committee will also be interviewing those Scouters who would prefer to apply as members of 
the World Scout Jamboree IST (International Service Team).
