One of the most
important things we
all experience in life
is—believe it or
not—failure.

Now by that | am [
not suggesting that
any of us should
deliberately try to
fail. But | am saying that we all fail at some things at
some time, and that our successes in the future will be
partly determined by how we will cope with failure.

Certainly no one likes to fail, but to never risk failure is
never to know success and never attempt anything of
genuine value. What's more, failure can actually be help-
ful to us; we can learn from failure and apply its lessons to
our efforts in the future.

Henry Ford, the man who put the world on wheels, made
that point dramatically one day. When asked what had
helped him most in achieving his latest success, Ford,
with no hesitation, replied, “My previous great, failure.”
The truth of the matter is that the great people of history
are perhaps more intimately acquainted with great failure
than anyone else.

For example, take the case of one man—Abraham Lin-
coln—whose memory will be honored as long as men are
free and integrity is cherished. Who would think that fail-
ure had ever touched Abraham Lincoln? Yet, it did. Con-
sider: When Abraham Lincoln first ran for public office,
for a seat in the lllinois legislature, he was badly defeated.
He then entered business. His business failed, and he
spent the next 17 years paying his debts.

He ran for Congress and was defeated. He tried to gain
an appointment to the United States Land Office and
failed. He ran for the U.S. Senate and was defeated. He
became a candidate for Vice President, and again de-
feated.

But in the face of all those defeats, he eventually won the
highest office in the land—the Presidency of the United
States—as well as the everlasting esteem of the Ameri-
can people.

So don't ever be afraid to fail, any more than Abraham
Lincoln was afraid. Because for him and for us, success is
only failure turned inside out.

The Program Patrol

A local motor coach will be used for
roundtrip transportation. Lodging will be at a hotel
that® approximately twenty minutes from the center
of DC.

Costs are displayed below:

Cost of the motor coach....... $100 per person for the
roundtrip.

Cost of lodging....... $90.85 per room per night,
which includes tax (if two parents and two Scouts
share a room, the nightly room rate drops

to $45.42).

Meals....... estimated to be $20.00 per person per
day.
Touring expenses....... all of the planned tours are

free of charge. The only fees that could occur would
be associated with souvenirs.

The total estimated cost of the four day trip to DC for
one Scout and one parent would be $633.00 or
$316.50 per person.

Again, this covers the cost of the bus, one hotel
room for three nights and meals. If two families (two
scouts and two parents) share a room, the nightly
room rate drops to $45.42, which drops the total es-
timated cost of the trip from $633.00 to $497.00,
which is $248.50 per person. Participating Packs
must fill out a tour permit.

All of the existing eighteen (18) openings will be
filled first come, first serve.
