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Good Turn for America: Scouting for Shelter
On January 5" and 12", 2008 Boy Scouts and Scout
Leaders from the Boy Scouts of America’s Housatonic
Council (Derby, CT) continued their
tradition of doing a “Good Turn
A Daily” while participating in fun, fel-

g lowship, and community service. In
coordination with the Habitat for Hu-
manity of Coastal Fairfield County,
the Scouts contributed over 300
hours of community service to help
construct homes for Bridgeport fami-

lies.

Working alongside future homeowners and other Habitat
volunteers, twenty-two (22) Boy Scouts and nineteen (19)
adult leaders cleaned up the construction sites of debris,
primed and painted over thirty interior doors and installed
sheetrock at two houses currently being built by Habitat.

In addition to the Habitat build, during the month of No-
vember 2007 Fifty-three (53) Boy Scouts and twenty (20)
adult leaders contributed over two-hundred and sixty-four
(264) hours of community service by conducting a
“Scouting for Food Drive” as part of the Boy Scouts of
America’s “Good Turn for America” initiative. Over one
hundred and forty two thousand (142,000) food items
were collected by Scouts to help fill Housatonic Valley
food banks.

According to Tom Wilson, Chairman of the Housatonic
Council's Good Turn for America program, “The Boy

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Eagle Class of 2007

The fact that a boy is an Eagle Scout has always carried with it a special significance, not only in Scouting but also as he
enters higher education, business or industry, and community service. The award is a performance-based achievement
whose standards have been well maintained over the years. Not every boy who joins a Boy Scout Troop earns the Ea-
gle Scout rank; only about 4 percent of all Boy Scouts do so. This represents more than 1 million Boy Scouts who have
earned the rank since 1910. Nevertheless, the goals of Scouting-citizenship training, character development, and per-
sonal fithess-remain important for all Scouts, whether or not they attain the Eagle Scout rank.

The Housatonic Council awarded 26 of their Scouts with the rank of Eagle in 2007. This January, they were recognized
at a ceremony held at The Royale in Derby. The 26 Eagle were responsible for more than 3,500 hours of community
service projects benefiting the Lower Naugatuck Valley.

Commissioners In the Boy Scouts
of America

Commissioners are district and council leaders who
help Scout units succeed. They coach and consult
with adult leaders of Cub Scout packs, Boy Scout
troops, and Venturing crews. Commissioners help
maintain the standards of the Boy Scouts of America.
They also oversee the unit charter renewal plan so
that each unit reregisters on time with an optimum
number of youth and adult members.

Roles the Commissioner Plays

A commissioner plays several roles, including friend, rep-
resentative, unit "doctor," teacher, and counselor.

The commissioner is a friend of the unit. Of all their roles,
this one is the most important. It springs from the attitude,
"I care, | am here to help, what can | do for you?" Caring
is the ingredient that makes commissioner service suc-
cessful. He or she is an advocate of unit needs. A com-
missioner who makes themselves known and accepted
now will be called on in future times of trouble.

The commissioner is a representative. The average unit
leader is totally occupied in working with kids. Some have
little if any contact with the Boy Scouts of America other
than a commissioner® visit to their meeting. To them, the
commissioner may be the BSA. The commissioner helps
represent the ideals, the principles, and the policies of the
Scouting movement.

The commissioner is a unit "doctor”. In their role as
"doctor," they know that prevention is better than a cure,
so they try to see that their units make good "health prac-
tices" a way of life. When problems arise, and they will
even in the best unit, they act quickly. They observe
symptoms, diagnose the real ailment, prescribe a remedy,
and follow up on the patient.

The commissioner is a teacher. As a commissioner, they
will have a wonderful opportunity to participate in the
growth of unit leaders by sharing knowledge with them.
They teach not just in an academic environment, but
where it counts most—as an immediate response to a
need to know. That is the best adult learning situation
since the lesson is instantly reinforced by practical appli-
cation of the new knowledge.

The commissioner is a counselor. As a Scouting coun-
selor, they will help units solve their own problems. Coun-
seling is the best role when unit leaders don®recognize a
problem and where solutions are not clear-cut. Everyone
needs counseling from time to time, even experienced
leaders.

All units are asked to add the F.O.S. pres-
entation to their meeting agenda during
the months of February, March or April
2008. Here are some tips for running a
successful campaign in your unit:

1. Have one parent or unit committee member be the
F.O.S. representative for your unit. They will be re-
sponsible for scheduling the presentation, help with
passing out & collecting pledge cards at the presenta-
tion and confirming the scheduled date with the pre-
senter. They will not be expected to "do" the presen-
tation, just to help. They will have no extra or special
meetings to attend.

2. Schedule your presentation when you will have the

most Parents at the meeting. Typically,
Cub Scout Packs have their presentation
at a Blue & Gold Dinner. Boy Scout
Troops have theirs at a Court of Honor.
The presentation lasts from 5-10 minutes.
Pledge cards are passed out with the help
of the unit representative & collected after
the presentation while your meeting con-

tinues.

3. With the help of your presenter, set a goal for your unit
& let the parents know how important it is to reach
that goal. Some units compete with other units to see
who can collect more money for F.O.S.

There are now four components to the Housatonic Council's
Endowment Fund. Donors may choose to direct their contribu-
tions to any of the following funds:

The General Fund currently comprises 88% of the overall En-
dowment Fund. The General Fund has increased $173,397.58
in the last five years. This increase results from a combination of
interest income reinvestment and new donations through the
James E. West, Heritage Society, and Memorial / Tribute Gift
programs. A small portion of the interest income generated by
the fund helps support the Council’s operating budget.

The Edmund D. and Caroline Strang Scholarship Fund pro-
vides scholarships to qualified Eagle Scout applicants. The fund
has grown $6,000 since 2002 through new contributions only, as
all investment income is distributed annually.

The Campership Fund provides qualified youth an opportunity
to attend Housatonic Council’'s Edmund D. Strang Scout Reser-
vation in Goshen, CT and Cub Scout Day Camp at Three Saints
Park in Bethany, CT at a reduced cost. The fund has distributed
$5,018.25 to youth in the last three years, as all investment
income is distributed annually.

The newly established Camp Maintenance Fund provides
monies for maintenance and program materials at Housatonic
Council’'s Edmund D. Strang Scout Reservation in Goshen, CT.
All investment income will be distributed annually in the same
manner as the Scholarship and Campership Funds.
